Professor Chan clarified that the life-time works of Mr. Cheung Chun-tung would be very valuable, and he intended to seek subsidy from Hong Kong Arts Development Council to finance the compilation work of the photos from Mr Cheung, and he requested TWTSAA to sponsor the publication of the album.  Mr. Cheung Chun-tung stated that the ownership of the album would come under TWTSAA, and he would even contribute up to HK$10,000 for the publication cost.
